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The Community Foundation works closely with 
its donors to explore many of the toughest 
and most entrenched issues challenging our 
communities. Together, our goal is to invest 
in effective programs that result in tangible, 
positive change.

	The Community Foundation’s 2006-07 Spirit of 
Giving guide, published in the fall, highlighted 
15 small, highly-effective nonprofits working 
to support middle-school aged children in the 
Washington region. Given that educators have 
established that the middle school years are 
a critical time for addressing the academic 
achievement gap, The Community Foundation 
used the annual guide, as well as its “Putting 
Race on the Table” discussion forum, 
generously underwritten by Freddie Mac and 
Wachovia, to direct attention and resources to 
education in the region. 

	The Prince George’s Community Foundation 
(PGCF) partnered with Washington 
Grantmakers to host a series of discussion 
forums on the state of this rapidly-growing 
county. Bringing together donors, funders, 
elected officials and business leaders, the

forums focused on growth and development, 
youth, structural racism, environmental issues 
and human services, and led to the creation of 
The Partnership for Prince George’s County, a 
new funding collaborative housed at PGCF. The 
Collaborative will award grants supporting local 
nonprofit organizations beginning in late 2007.

	 In October, The Community Foundation and 
PNC Wealth Management co-sponsored 
“The Practices of Successful Families,” an 
educational forum for donors and financial 
advisors featuring an engaging presentation 
by Harvard University’s senior philanthropic 
advisor and author of Wealth in Families, 
Charles W. Collier. 

	The Community Foundation expanded its 
Philanthropic Advisory Services work with 
donors. Drawing upon The Foundation’s in-
depth knowledge of the region’s nonprofits 
and community issues, this fee-based service 
assists donors with a range of activities 
from developing giving plans and researching 
issues to reviewing proposals, making funding 
recommendations and connecting clients to 
donors with similar interests. 

The Community Foundation and its three regional affiliates —  
the Alexandria Community Trust, The Montgomery County 
Community Foundation, and The Prince George’s Community 
Foundation — work to maximize the social return of philanthropy 
in the metropolitan Washington, DC region.
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Combining giving, leadership and leveraging, 
The Community Foundation creates positive 
change for our region’s most vulnerable 
residents. 

	The Community Foundation launched the 
Collaborative for Education Organizing, 
bringing national funding as well as donor 
and local foundation giving together to create 
a network of well-informed advocates and 
community members working to support 
improvements in the District of Columbia 
Public Schools.

	 In just two years, the Alexandria Community 
Trust leveraged the funding and expertise 
necessary to establish the Center for 
Alexandria’s Children. This nationally 
recognized, child advocacy model provides 
a single, supportive environment for the 
investigation and treatment of victims of 
child abuse and neglect. The Center, which 
opened its doors in March 2007, also offers 
prevention programs, parenting education and 
playgroups for local families.

	The Community Foundation continued to 
address issues facing immigrants in our 
region, such as day laborer centers, English-
language training, parent involvement and 
nonprofit advocacy. The Foundation invested 
more than $500,000 in these programs in 
FY2007 through funding collaboratives such 
as The Washington Area Partnership for 
Immigrants, along with Foundation donors  
and its own unrestricted resources.

	Survivors’ Fund, completing its fifth year of 
operations serving families affected by the 
September 11, 2001 attack on the Pentagon, 
undertook an in-depth evaluation of its 
approach and impact. The study identified 
the value of the Fund’s combined approach 
of offering case management services and 
financial assistance. More than 232 families 
continued to receive support from the Fund, 
which grew to more than $25 million following 
the 9/11 attacks and will conclude operations 
in March 2008. 

	 In February 2007, The Community Foundation 
awarded $150,000 in new grants supporting 
collaborations between nonprofit organizations 
and area artists. The program, known as The 
Greater Washington Creative Communities 
Initiative, is part of a nationwide effort to 
foster the creation of new work and build 
support for individual artists in the  
visual and performing arts.  
(See p. 9 for the list of grantees.)

FY2007: the year in review

catalyst for change
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The Community Foundation is among 
the largest investors in the people and 
organizations comprising our region’s  
nonprofit sector.

	The Ninth Annual Linowes Leadership Awards 
recognized six “unsung heroes” working 
to improve our community at a special 
event hosted by NBC4’s historic Studio A. 
The Awards, named for R. Robert Linowes, 
emeritus board member and former chairman 
of The Community Foundation, encourage 
others to follow the awardees’ example of 
community leadership and service. Each 
recipient is awarded a $2,000 unrestricted, 
individual grant and selects a nonprofit to 
receive a $3,000 organization grant.  

	The Alexandria Community Trust focused 
much of its unrestricted resources on a series 

of capacity-building initiatives for local 
organizations, including grants to help 
organizations improve their operations, 
expand their services and strengthen 
their leadership. ACT’s Second Annual 

Nonprofit Excellence Forum 
in October 2006 
brought together 
more than 125 
local nonprofit 
and business 
leaders for a 
valuable day filled 
with learning and 
exchange of ideas.

  �The Community Foundation’s major grant 
to the Nonprofit Roundtable of Greater 
Washington made possible the launch of a 
new Fellowship Program aimed at building the 
skills of 15 nonprofit CEOs to “lead beyond 
the walls” of their organizations. Other, related 
grants supported an Executive Transitions 
Program through the Center for Nonprofit 
Advancement, capacity-building for nonprofits 
working in neighborhoods east of the 
Anacostia River in Washington, DC, and the 
Nonprofit Finance Fund’s training and tools.

	The Montgomery County Community 
Foundation launched two new efforts aimed 
at strengthening the county’s nonprofit 
organizations — the Nonprofit Advancement 
Fund for Montgomery County and Nonprofit 
Montgomery!. The Fund granted more than 
$130,000 supporting leadership development, 
training sessions on collaboration, and 
learning circles aimed at helping nonprofits 
become stronger, more sustainable 
organizations. Nonprofit Montgomery! is a new 
partnership between MCCF and the Nonprofit 
Roundtable of Greater Washington that 
seeks to strengthen and promote nonprofit 
organizations serving Montgomery County.

	As a result of its own internal capacity-
building, The Community Foundation for the 
National Capital Region received the Council 
on Foundation’s rigorous National Standards 
accreditation recognizing operational strength 
and fiscal accountability in the field.

Through the generosity of our donors, in FY2007 
The Community Foundation for the National 
Capital Region and affiliates awarded 4,568 
grants and appropriations — an increase of 
12.5% over FY2006 — totaling $95,704,049.
Of that, 63% of giving supported organizations in 
the Washington metropolitan area, 41% of which 
supported organizations located in Washington, 
DC proper. 

As demonstrated by these figures, The 
Community Foundation for the National Capital 
Region is the largest funder of nonprofit 
organizations in the Greater Washington area. 

Grants Summary

The Foundation’s giving largely focuses on 
increasing opportunities for children, youth  
and adults from low-income households so  
that they, too, may contribute to and benefit  
from our region’s burgeoning prosperity.

As demonstrated by their giving patterns, 
Community Foundation donors share in this  
goal. In FY2007, the majority of grants supported 
youth and education, followed by health and 
human services and legislative/advocacy-
related organizations.

Her 

sister Lisa, who has served on The Foundation’s 

grants committee and will manage our fund 

when I’m gone, is keenly interested in helping 

homeless people. And just as my husband Peter 

and I did, she hopes to instill in her children an 

appreciation for philanthropy and the desire to 

give and serve in this very special community 

that our family calls home.

We came together to talk about ways to 

support the families who lost their loved ones. 

That’s how the idea for the Metro Memorial 

Scholarship Fund was born. The Fund honors 

employees who have died in the line of duty by 

supporting their dependent children’s education. 

Scholarship recipients can use the funds to 

pay for tuition, books, student fees or room and 

board. All of us at Metro are deeply proud of 

the fact that we are the first transit authority 

in the United States to create such a fund. We 

launched it with a contribution of $100,000, 

and we trust that our dedicated employees, the 

labor unions and the public will sustain this 

important fund going forward.

When it came time to decide where to house 

the Fund and how to administer it, a former 

employee recommended that we consult The 

Community Foundation. We considered other 

organizations that offer similar services, but 

The Community Foundation has the know-

how and experience to match our needs.

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n 2004, I first learned about the terrible 

violence and widespread loss of life in the 

Darfur region of western Sudan. Entire villages 

were being burned to the ground and extended 

families massacred. As hundreds of thousands 

sought refuge, it became clear that this was 

far more than a region in conflict. With people 

targeted for their ethnicity, this was genocide.

I have never been a person who can sit idly by, 

watching catastrophic events unfold, hoping that 

“someone else” will take care of it. I suggested 

that the United States Holocaust Memorial 

Museum and the American Jewish World Service 

host a meeting to discuss a response. From my 

studio apartment, I helped organize the meeting 

and follow-up. Sixty-five groups, from the National 

Council of Churches to Amnesty International to 

the National Association of Evangelicals, signed 

a Darfur Unity Statement. 

When we learned that the Darfur crisis was 

to be discussed on the nationally-syndicated 

“The Diane Rehm Show,” we had 48 hours to 

create a web-based mechanism for donors to 

send contributions to strengthen our work. I 

quickly called The Community Foundation, which 

promptly opened the Safe Darfur Fund. That 

quick response was crucial, as donations grew 

from dozens per week to dozens per day. 

We could not have pulled this off without the 

financial structure and support of The Community 

Foundation. We needed to have confidence 

in the organization managing our funds. We 

needed someone with a history of working 

with the local community. We needed to work 

with people who understood our goals. And, 

being a new organization, our association with 

The Community Foundation gave us financial 

credibility as well as the opportunity to grow as 

an organization and expand our reach. Over time, 

the Save Darfur Fund grew exponentially and, to 

my initial disbelief, we became a multi-million-

dollar operation. 

Herein lies the lesson: one person working  

from a small apartment can leverage the  

support and involvement of scores of 

organizations and more than one million 

Americans, many doing a small part but, 

together, making an enormous difference.

So far, 

Strikeouts for Troops has provided financial 

grants to wounded soldiers and families to ease 

their burden as well as holiday meals for military 

personnel recovering from injuries, gifts for 

families of patients unable to afford them, and 

phone cards for soldiers so that they can call 

loved ones.

I started the fund in 2005, after visiting Walter 

Reed Army Medical Center and talking with 

these brave men and women at their bedsides. 

Since then, we’ve added more than $500,000 

to the fund from fan donations and fundraising 

events, as well as contributions from more than 

30 professional baseball players. Our roster 

includes some of the biggest names in baseball: 

Alex Rodriquez, C.C. Sabathia, Manny Ramirez 

and Curt Schilling, to name a few. 

A lot of people are surprised that, even though 

I play for the San Francisco Giants, I decided to 

base my fund 3,000 miles away, in Washington, 

DC. My family considered foundations all over 

the country before settling on The Community 

Foundation. I’m really impressed by The
