Mr. Barrueta is a board member of the University of the District of Columbia, Building Hope, and the Greater Washington Hispanic Chamber of Commerce, among others, and is a former Washingtonian magazine “Washingtonian of the Year.”
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The Community Foundation’s board of trustees consists of a diverse group of 20 outstanding area residents representing the region’s business, education, philanthropic, and nonprofit sectors.  Trustees are eligible to serve two three-year terms.
